Ideas for after Individual Reading
1. Give a review of the book to convince others to read or not read it.
2. Tell about the most interesting/important/exciting part of the book.

3. Reading aloud an interesting/exciting/well-written part of the book.

4. Demonstrate something you learned from the book.

5. Design front and back covers for the book, with a drawing on the front and a summary on the back. An alternative to drawing would be to make a collage.
6. Compare the book with a movie/tv version of the same book.

7. Construct a model of an important object or scene from the book.

8. Paint a mural/draw illustrations/do a cartoon version of the book or of one part.

9. Compare the book with another you have read of the same genre, by the same author, on the same topic, or with the same theme. 

10. Create a collage to illustrate the book.

11. Don’t do anything; just get another book and start reading it.

12. Design a poster to advertise the book.

13. Draw/use a map to show important places/routes in the book. Explain why they are important.

14. Tape record an important segment of the book with the necessary introduction.

15. Look for websites related to the book and/or the author.

16. Listen to an audio version of the book.

17. Write a poem inspired by the book. 

18. Write letters to one of the characters or from one character to another.

19. Write a newspaper article, with a headline, about the events and characters in the book.
20. Tell about the character(s) you like best and why.

21. Role play the story.

22. Summarize and retell the story.

23. Copy interesting words and expressions into a notebook.

24. Imagine you are a character in the story.

25. Read the same book in another language, e.g., if you speak English and are learning Spanish, read a book in English first and then in Spanish. 

26. Read a different version of the same book, e.g., read a comic book or an abridged/simplified version and then read the unabridged version.

27. Read another book on the same topic and compare them, e.g., a biography and an autobiography of the same person.

28. Imagine you are a character in the story. What will you do and how will you do it?

29. Write an outline of a sequel to the story.

30. Write an outline of a prequel to the story.

31. Design a bookmark to suit the book.

32. Use three words to describe the book, e.g., engaging, surprising, gripping.

33. Write a short note to the next reader of the book, e.g., you might want to explain something that will help the next reader better appreciate the book. These notes will stay in the book to be read by all future readers.

34. Do a dramatic reading of parts of the book.
35. Create a timeline of events in the book, perhaps with some text to help people understand the events in the timeline.

36. Use the knowledge gained from the book to do something. Explain how the book helped you.

37. Write a letter to the author(s) of your book.
37. Give the above list to students and let them choose which activity(s) they will do. Perhaps the activities could be weighted according to how much time would probably be required to complete a particular activity.
